Several archives in San Francisco will be open to conference attendees this afternoon. Plan to
visit your colleagues, see the collections and special exhibits, and enjoy all the city has to offer.
All directions by bus are based on leaving from the Stanford Court Hotel. Ask Muni drivers

for assistance with correct stops.

Golden Gate National Recreation Area Park Archives and Records Center
Building 667 on the Presidio of San Francisco, (415) 561-4804

Directions By Bus: Walk one block north to Sacramento Street; wait at north side stop for #1 California bus
heading west. Disembark at 25% and California and catch #29 Sunset heading north to Presidio. Bus meanders
through Presidio for a scenic ride; disembark right outside Park Archives at McDowell stop. Return trip: walk down
McDowell to Mason (at Chrissy Field) and catch #29 back to 25" and California to catch #1 eastbound.
Disembark at or near Clay and Powell Street and walk two blocks south to hotel.

The Golden Gate National Recreation Area's Park Archives & Records Center (PARC) is the only facility of its kind in
the National Park Service. It houses archives and special collections, including a very large volume of Army records
pertaining to Bay Area military facilities, as well as the non-current records of park operations and the park library.
PARC is located in an historic Army cavalry stable building in a very scenic area of the Presidio of San Francisco, and is
open to the public for research by appointment. See examples of PARC's extensive and varied collections.

Nearby Points of Interest:

1906 Earthquake Refugee Cottages (behind the Old Post Hospital at Lincoln Boulevard and Funston Avenue in
the Presidio). A public commemorative event will be held on the weekend of April 29-30.

Army Museum

Main Post, corner of Lincoln Blvd. and Funston Ave.

Free; open Wednesday through Sunday 10 am to 4 pm.

Part of the Golden Gate National Recreation Area, this museum was a major command center during the Mexican

War, the Civil War, the Spanish-American War, World War I, Wotld War II and the Korean War.

Golden Gate Promenade
For a bayside view you can walk or bike along the Golden Gate Promenade, which runs from the northeast corner

near the St. Francis Yacht Club all the way to Fort Point under the southern end of the Golden Gate Bridge.

Fort Point National Historic Site
San Francisco MUNI buses 28 & 29 stop at the Golden Gate Toll Plaza area. There is a path that leads down to the
fort.

Crissy Field is a stunning park within the Golden Gate National Parks. The Visitors Center is open Wednesday
through Friday, 9amto 5 pm in Building 603.

Exploratorium

Palace of Fine Arts, Marina Boulevard and Lyon Street, Ph: (415) 561-0360

The Exploratorium is a hands-on museum of science, art, and human perception. The museum is housed in Bernard
Maybeck’s Palace of Fine Arts, erected for the 1915 Panama-Pacific International Exposition.

Fort Mason Center, a former military base, houses many organizations including the San Francisco Maritime
National Historical Park’s Library and Historic Documents Department, the Mexican Museum, and the Museo Italo
Americano.

Directions by bus: Walk 3 blocks south to Sutter Street. Wait on north side of street for #2 Clement. Disembark
at Presidio Avenue; wait on west side of street for #43 Masonic and ride approximately 6 blocks south to Turk
Blvd. Turn right and walk one block to 2340 Turk. Return trip: catch #43 Masonic northbound on east side of
Masonic and Turk; take #2 eastbound at Sutter and Presidio. Disembark at Sutter and Powell.

Presentation Archives invites you to tour its recently renovated facility and view collections highlighting the
works of the Sisters of the Presentation’s San Francisco mission since 1854. Memorabilia related to the

experiences of the Sisters of Presentation during the 1906 Earthquake and Fire will be featured.

Directions by bus: Walk 3 blocks south to Sutter Street. Wait on north side of street for #2 Clement. Disembark
at Presidio Avenue; wait on west side of street for #43 Masonic and ride approximately 8 blocks south to Fulton
Street. Walk up hill to campus entrance opposite Cole Street or catch #5 Fulton westbound on Fulton — stop is
near Cole and Fulton. Library is across campus green — look for building with 3-storey glass-walled atrium and
reflecting pool outside. Return trip: catch #43 Masonic northbound on east side of Masonic and Fulton; take #2
eastbound at Sutter and Presidio. Disembark at Sutter and Powell.

Avenue and Chabot Terrace; walk north on Chabot and cross Turk. Walk east on Turk, down hill to 2340. See

The University of San Francisco Archives includes photographs, faculty and student pubiications, athletic
programs, ephemera of the presidents and university life, administrative records, records of the

university/ campus ministry office, yearbooks, and catalog publications as well as some records from the defunct
San Francisco College for Women/Lone Mountain College. See the university’s sesquicentennial exhibit
(1855-2005) of historical materials and photographs from the archives in the Thatcher Gallery of the library.
Special instructions: Check in at the library circulation desk for entrance to the archives. At the gate, knock
twice and ask to see the archivist.

Meet with archivists and see highlights from the research collections documenting California’s social, cultural,
economic, and political history and development. The current gallery exhibit, “Jack London and the Great
Earthquake and Firestorms of 1906,” includes recently printed photographs (from the California State Parks
collection) taken by London and his wife, Charmian, as they toured the destruction through northern California.

Catch southbound #30 Stockton or #45 Union-Stockton on west side of
street. Disembark at 4™ and Folsom and look for 300 Fourth Street.

Established in 1850, the Society of California Pioneers is a museum, library, and leading repository of paintings,
photographs, books, manuscripts, and decorative arts and artifacts that evoke California’s early years of exploration
and statehood. “Shake, Bake & Spin! San Francisco and the Media in the Aftermath of the 1906 Earthquake and
Fire” uses historic documents, retrieved relics, photographs, newspapers, and film to trace how city officials and
business leaders worked with the media to contain the impact of the disaster, protect property, sustain morale, and
refocus attention on the rebuilding of the city.

The Asian Art Museum of San Francisco is one of the largest museums in the Western world devoted exclusively to
Asian art. The former Main Library, redesigned by Gae Aulenti, is one of the buildings in the historic Civic Center
district. The Civic Center complex is one of the nation's most complete collections of Beaux Arts buildings set in a
formal plan.

Barbary Coast Self-Guided Walk

The Barbary Coast Trail connects 20 historic sites, including the birthplace of the Gold Rush, the oldest Asian temple in
North America, a Silver King mansion, the western terminus of the Pony Express, and the largest collection of historic
ships in the United States. The 3.8 mile Trail and 20-minute cable car ride is marked with a series of bronze medallions
set in the sidewalks to point the way. Two trail guides written by the trail founder, Daniel Bacon, are available at local
bookstores and visitors information centers.

1906 Earthquake: A Disaster in Pictures

In commemoration of the centennial of the great earthquake that struck the San Francisco area on April 18,
1906, this exhibition brings together approximately 100 photographs drawn from the Museum's collection and
other local holdings. The earthquake and the subsequent fires it caused reduced much of the city's architecture
to rubble and took the lives of thousands of people. In the aftermath of the disaster, many photographers took
to the streets with their cameras, documenting the unfathomable damage as well as the valiant relief efforts.

1906 Earthquake explores a variety of photographic responses to the disaster, with professional views of the
destroyed city, such as spectacular panoramas by Pillsbury Picture Company and glass lantern slides by Arnold
Genthe, alongside amateur snapshots, albums, and cyanotypes on fabric.
